KEY TASKS
Supporting the pupil:

· Supervision of pupils in the dining areas, playgrounds or other parts of the school premises.

· To ensure standards of behaviour are maintained.

· To assist in dealing with problems arising from unruly behaviour, and report such matters to the Senior Supervisory Assistant or Headteacher.

· To assist with associated ancillary duties, e.g. cleaning up spillages, ensuring tables are clean, etc.

· To carry out other duties relating to lunchtime supervision, as required by the Headteacher or their designated officer.

· To ensure that school security regulations are upheld.

· To change clothes, clean and care for personal cleanliness of the children, as appropriate.

· To provide welfare support to the pupils of the school, including undertaking first aid duties (depending on training).

· To commit to the protection and safeguarding of children, and value and respect their views and needs.
· Any other duties, which reasonably fall within the purview of the post, which may be allocated by the Headteacher after consultation with the postholder.
